PROGRAM:  

Peggy Carey spoke to us about DeKalb County’s court services.  Peggy is now a probation officer.  Jerry said she recognizes many of us.  Hmm….  We have a forward thinking probation office.  They work on reducing recidivism.  They work with each individual to determine the chance that they’ll get in trouble again.  Some are low risk, others not so much.  “Promote positive behavioral change.”   Work out a service plan with each client, based on risk level.  They have lots of contact with their clients.  Offering rides to get them to court appointments and the like.  Many folks on probation need to be performing community service – so there’s a source of labor for community-related projects.  Cornfest and the MS ride are just two examples. They work with the Worknet Center to help get clients jobs.  Peggy is most concerned (today at least) with mentoring.  She recruits mentors because data show that mentoring helps prevent juvenile delinquency.  She finds mentors all over.  Even in our club (Dick Dowen, take a bow).  Are you willing to help?  Do you know someone who might be interested in getting involved?  Let Peggy know!  You need to spend with eight hours a month with your juvenile.  There’s an application to be filled out, interview with Peggy, and FBI and DCFS background checks.  (Having a background doesn’t automatically disqualify you. Tim.  But you do need to have seven years with a clean record.)  If you clear all that, there’s a training program.  Then you get matched with a kid who needs a mentor.  She’s still looking for someone to mentor a trans-gendered African-American female.  That could be you!
