Tara Culotta spoke to us about DeKalb County’s Elder Care Services. She’s the executive director there.  She grew up in Sycamore, and got side tracked to other places (such as Cook County), but has finally found her way back home.  ECS is the central point for elder services in the county.  Financial, emotional, cognitive issues – they take them all.  The goal is to keep people in their homes for as long as possible.  Home care (laundry, cleaning, cooking) is provided (Gene’s interested in this aspect).  Case management is available as well – help with managing finances.  Also elder abuse issues.  This, unfortunately, is on the rise these days.  They provide counseling for both parties, and help work out ways to fix the problem.  Nursing home pre-screenings (this is a state-mandated service – to provide options, not to approve/disapprove the move).  Help with Medicare (Parts A, B, C, D, etc).  There was something about hoarding counselors.  (I think this was providing counseling for hoarders, not so much the inordinate collecting of counselors.)   There are economic parameters for the home care, but anyone can get case management.  They serve about 300 families now.  That number is growing. Tim asked about services for people are emotionally disturbed.
