Michele LaPage and Sam Uster, from the Ben Gordon Center, were our speaker stoday.  They spoke to us about their Living Room Program.  Sam is a rehab therapist and case manager.  She does therapy and helps people find resources.

Imagine life’s not good.  You have tons of self doubts. You can’t get out of bed.  You spend all day crying.  No one – not your doctor, your friends or family, an impersonal hotline, or the hospital, seems like the answer for various reasons.  There is another option – the BGC “Living Room”.  Open to adults aged 18+, Monday through Friday, 10am to 5pm.  It’s like a living room!  Staffed by peer counselors (people who have already been there).  The idea is to make an informal setting where people struggling can feel comfortable and just have a friendly conversation about what they’re going through.  It’s free, and there are no limits on how frequently you can visit.  The room opened in October, and is receiving 15-20 visitors a week these days.  BGC is looking to find a way to extend the hours.  Substance abuse recoverers also go to avoid being alone (and thus tempted to relapse).
