Dawn Littlefield of the Kishwaukee United Way was today’s speaker.   She’s been with them for 16 years or so.  She’s also been involved with Corn Fest and NIU, so she’s been around for a while.  She appeared before us “dressed for the radio.”  They are focused on education, income, and health.  Education – early childhood, donating to local child care.  She serves on grant getting panels as well as mentoring programs (such as KEYS).  Income – CASH coalition.  Preparing tax returns for low-income families.  This year they’re starting a Smart with Money week.  How to coupon, eat healthy, plan for college, fraud protection, id theft protection, etc.  Trying to build financial stability for local families.  Support agencies that provide direct financial help.  Health – help agencies that look after health concerns.  There’s a program to help with prescription costs.  Over the last 5 or 6 years, it’s saved families over $140,000.  Programs to help with health education – how to live healthier.   Community Campaign.  (That’s what we all think of when we think of United Way.)  There’s a brochure that identifies the 25 or so local agencies the United Way assists.  The campaign is always on, but a little heavier in the fall.  Last year they donated $290,000 to local agencies.  They’re now trying to build their endowment, currently over $6 million.  This covers operating expenses, so that over 95% of donations goes to reinvesting in the community.  Volunteerism.  Day of Caring is June 20.  Dawn brought a signup sheet (hint, hint).   There was a photo op with the “I love Kishwaukee United Way” sign.
