PROGRAM: 

Bill Finucane, Tim Duez, and Toney “Beanzie” Xidis presented the annual Beanzie program.  They started with a brief history, telling how the ride started back in 1999 when Bill, Toney, Marv Fogel, and Jay Schneider were looking for a new fund raiser, and thought of putting together a bike ride.  (Today was the 7th anniversary of Jay’s passing, so this was a particularly appropriate program.)  The idea met with some initial resistance, but it has grown to be our most lucrative fundraiser.  Bill told (as he often does) how, while they were painting arrows along the course, Jay came across some road kill, and rather than move it, or paint the arrow somewhere else, he just painted the arrow across the carcass.  It’s now a tradition.  Even to the point of hunting for road kill to move to where an arrow needs to be (Mark L).  We’re known (in part) as the ride with the road kill.   Beanzie has seen a steady increase in ridership (from 111 in 1999 to 664 last year), revenue ($2100 to over $20,000) and net profit ($493.30 to $11,568.79).  Over 14 years, Beanzie has netted the club almost $63,000.  Most of that profit goes to pathway expansion and maintenance.  Beanzie riders have a choice of several distances they can travel, from 23 miles up to the “century” ride – 100 miles!  Last year, we introduced a community ride for the more casual and family cyclists.  In addition to laying out the routes, the club operates the various stops along the way – this year there will be seven rest stops and three water stops.  Freezers in Paw Paw, something new this year, will make it easier to store supplies and restock the stops.  Beanzie’s stated goals, promoting fitness and increasing pathway awareness, mesh nicely with those of many of sponsors, including Kish Hospital and the YMCA. Current and past members also support us – Mike Mooney Chevrolet, Manning Ford, Waterworks, and Northern Rehab.  We’re also helped by the Wild Roses Rescue Rides Motorcycle club which provides valuable SaG services.  One of the reasons for our increasing success is the quality of our rest stops (i.e., the people running them).  Let’s keep up the good work!
