PROGRAM: 

NIU Professor Emeritus, Clark Neher, speaking about Vietnam.  92 million people live there.  They’d like for us to see them as a country, and not a war.  The war was not kind to the Vietnamese.  Approximately 10% of the poplulation was killed.  The free world wouldn’t trade with Vietnam, so little money was coming in.  Famine was also a problem.  Finally in 1986, the regime introduced Doi Moi (“restoration”, i.e., free enterprise), and by 1989 economic growth became apparent.  Legal contracts, foreign money coming in, land was returned to the peasantry, private businesses were allowed.  The quality of life generally increased.  60% to 15% poverty level.  There is still one-party rule.  The Vietnamese Communist Party (VCP) runs the show, but the National Assembly is much more involved than previously.  The leadership still disdains democracy.  VCP membership is dropping.  

The country is changing.  Bicycles have given way to motorcycles, which have now given way to cars.  Saigon (as most people still refer to it) is very congested and polluted.  Half-hour waits are typical at each intersection.  There are no rules or regulations for driving.

The economy has suffered as it has in the rest of the world, with inflation being a problem.  Right now it is over 10,000 dong to the dollar.  The denominations are still 10, 20, and 100 dong notes.  Also of issue is the rising gap between rich and poor.  

To summarize, Vietnam is joining the rest of the world and the 21st Century.  But they are still dealing with a mentality from ages ago.  The Vietnamese want to learn English.  Not French, Russian, or Chinese.  English.
