It’s hard to believe that it has been so long.  The effects of the DCCF are far-reaching within the county, having awarded over $900,000 to various programs and services county-wide.  
The Kishwaukee Kiwanis has contributed and to two funds in the DCCF.  We have contributed to the Community Leadership Fund which is used to support the operating fund. This fund was started in September of 2011 and has a current balance of $10,599 and a total of $344.00 in expenditures (this year).  We also have supported and contributed to Community Works which has their main emphasis on child care, land use, and workforce development.  Community Works started in September of 2007 and currently has a balance of $17,971 with a payout of $573.00 this year.  Our club, a couple of years ago decided that we wanted to pledge a minimum of $500.00 per year and will be dedicated to honoring one or more individuals in our club for service and leadership and will go to the DeKalb County Community Foundation in its Community Works program in the name of the recipient(s).  Last year we honored Ken Doubler as our first recipient of the Service and Leadership Award.  Ken Doubler and Toney Xidis “teased” the club with their hints as to who this year’s recipients were.  After several guesses (including Beryl, Beryl, Beryl), Toney and Ken decided to end the suspense and announced that this year we were honoring two of our members with this award.
