Svetlana has been in the club 7 years now and was introduced to the idea of joining us by a former member Joe Walsh. (She was working for Joe at the time and new to the country.) PROGRAM
This week’s program was Jill Olsen talking about CASA, Court Appointed Special Advocate. Jill brought us up to speed on what CASA is all about today. They work with DCFS advocating for children in court that are involved in abuse and neglect cases. Abuse and neglect cases are reported at the rate of one every 13 hours in DeKalb County! CASA started here in 1993 and the first one in IL started in Cook County in the mid-80’s. They are technically a “guardian at law” appointed by the court and working to obtain the best outcome for the child. They advocate works as the eyes and ears of the Judge. There is a great range of volunteers working for the program ranging in age, backgrounds etc. and being trained to do court reports, interviews and to understand the system. Currently there are 67 volunteers working as advocates with 5 more just finishing training. All are needed at this time to work with children from birth through 18 years old. Currently all children that are in need are being served. CASA is a great program and unfortunately demand for it is increasing. We can be thankful that these volunteers can make a difference in DeKalb County for everyone involved.
