PROGRAM

Gary Hanson, our new County Administrator (but long-time county resident and employee), visited with us today and gave us an update on the state of the County.  Gary is an Iowa native, and attended Iowa State.  After doing some auditing of books over there, he took a position here as Finance Director for the County.  That was 29½ years ago.  A year and half ago, Gary took on the County Adminstrator position, following the retirement of Ray Bachman.  The County, in my opinion as well as others, is happy he did.
Lots of info was forthcoming – some of the highlights:  Who we are – 634 sq miles, 190 miles of county roads, 45 county bridges, 16 parks (1229 acres).  105,000 people.  Our growth rate has slowed since the 60s and 70s.

We’re 77% white, 9% Hispanic, and 6% African American.  We have 81,000 18+ eligible to vote. About 58,000 are registered.  72% voted in the most recent presidential, 22% in local 15% in primary elections. 91% of the population has graduated HS or higher, 29% hold a BA or higher.   Truancy rates are 7.7% all DeKalb schools, 17.5%, at DeKalb HS. Median income is $53,000.  Poverty level ($23,850/family of 4), is at 16.9%.  45% of DHS are low income students.  Travel time to work – 50% < 20 minutes.  Unemployment has fallen from close to 10% in 2009 to the current level of 6.4%. It was only 4% in 2006.  The county’s biggest employers – NIU, KHS, DKSD, County Gov’t, SSD, 3M, Target, Kish College, and WalMart.  The proportion of county taxes paid by Ag is 13%, 63% by residential, and 22% of commercial.  According to a recent NY Times study, we’re number 11 of 104 Illinois counties in terms of quality of life here.

Major Projects – The jail is full.  It currently has an 89-bed capacity. We typically have 45 inmates out-sourced at a cost of $1 million/yr. Expansion has been on the docket for many years, with a formal plan in place for a couple of years.  The original $27 million price is now $29 million (inflation).  Interest rates are up.  We only $23 million available from landfill, so things are on hold.  A lawsuit delayed beginning of new landfill operations, which have just started now.  The projected life of the landfill is now 44-59 years.  Over its life,it  will generate $101 million ($1.7-2.3 million/yr) for the county. Evergreen Village. We’re relocating 136 families.  The goal is to empty the park by end of this calendar year.  The park will then remain as open space (about 60 acres).  

DCCF has new initiative – Advancing DeKalb County.  It’s about creating a collective impact to improve quality of life.   Zero Waste – can we get there? The heroin highway now runs through the county, and is a problem we have to deal with.  Enterprise Zones.  Illinois just created opportunity for new zones.  DC will apply for one.
