We were honored to have the 4th (and current) Kishwaukee College President, Dr. Tom Choice with us today. Exciting times at KC.  8000 credit students, 2600 non-credit students.  445 people work at KC, 3rd largest employer in the County (after NIU and KCH).  Most of us have either taken classes, or have family who have taken classes at KC.  Big thing was 2010 referendum to meet needs of growing population.  The last PO for the last of the furniture was approved last night.  New ring road – better access and safety.  New west parking lot, expanded south lot, renovated north lot.  Campus Operations building opened in December 2012 on far NW corner of campus.  The Student Center is the hallmark of the new construction.  The Main Entrance is now at the student center.    New, larger bookstore.  Improved cafeteria.  Student services now all located in the same spot.  “Green” building – geothermal heating/cooling (can sometimes even help the adjacent main building).  Science wing opened last fall.  Phys, Bio, Chem, Criminal Justice, etc.  Also an art gallery.  The Terry & Sherry Martin Health Careers wing has just opened.  Early retirement incentive program was more successful than they’d hoped (19, rather than 6 or 7 people took advantage of the program).  Down side – loss of good people.  Up side – cost savings (~$400K in salaries).  

Programs you may not be aware of – Engineering, Math, & Science Academy.  College credit for High School students.  Close to 40 students participate.  3 Calc, 2 Phys, some engineering courses.  Add another year at KC, and students can enter Engineering programs at places like U of I and NIU.  Big savings in tuition for parents and students.  Also, other dual credit (high school and college) opportunities with high schools: through the Kish Ed Consortium – occupational career technical education (diesel tech, collision repair, computer classes, aviation, etc.).    Also English Composition classes (taught in the high schools).
