Eric Olson, Editor of DeKalb’s own Daily Chroncile (well, it’s actually Shaw Media’s DC, but who’s keeping track?) stopped by to review the year 2013 for us.  Eric started his journalistic career in Hinsdale, before moving to Crystal Lake for about twelve years.  A year and half ago, or so, he took over the reins of the DeKalb Daily Chronicle.  He’s proud of his chosen profession – it’s the only one mentioned in the Bill of Rights!  Newspapers keep people connected with their communities.  Theme for 2013:  New Beginnings.  Lots of change in DeKalb and at NIU.  New mayor (John Rey), new president (Doug Baker).  New structure at NIU.  New energy, new ideas in the city and the university.  NIU employs about 4000 people, the hospital about 1100 or so (but I’m not quoting Eric on that).  The FBI investigation at NIU (naming Eddie Williams and Don Grady) made headlines, but has faded, as is the nature of FBI stories.  Eric thinks this may have stemmed from the NIU Coffee Fund story.  Eric also mentioned the DeKalb Library expansion as a story to follow.  The expansion will be by a factor of four.  Handicapped accessibility will be included (it wasn’t when the original building was built in 1939).  New Mayor John Rey was mentioned, as was the new city manager (who starts today).  Billy Curl was sentenced to 30 years in prison.  Coffee Fund charges mostly thrown out.  For 2014?  Communities beginning to plan for growth – Irongate subdivision.  Sycamore reworking their comprehensive plan.  More optimism among home builders.  Housing market should normalize by 2015 or 2016.  DeKalb relies a lot on Tax Increment Financing (TIF) to upgrade the “downtown” area.  Refurbishing City Hall could be on the docket.  Also S. 4th Street needs work.  Politically the only really interesting race for the primaries is the Republican Gubernatorial race.  Rauner is the current favorite.
