PROGRAM
Today we had Roberta Shoaf, director at the DeKalb County Animal Shelter (DCAS), come and speak to us.  (Betty Hampa introduced her. Roberta, a Sycamore resident has been with the shelter for 20 years.)  The shelter is a private concern (located at 16173 Baseline Rd, in Genoa), and gets no funding from the county.  They’re just starting a new project – a senior sanctuary:  a place for animals whose senior humans can no longer care for them. The shelter wants to build a new facility to house these animals.  They’re having a fun-draiser, featuring wine and art, on February 6 (a Thursday). Local participating artists include Pablo Pi-cat-so and Salvatore Dog-i. Wine will be provided by PRP Wine International. DCAS typically cares for 120 animals at a time.  They don’t euthanize animals to make room for more clients. (They will, in limited cases, euthanize aggressive, unadoptable animals.)  There is not a lot coordination between DCAS and other shelters such as TAILS.  DCAS charges adoption fees (that cover vaccinations, etc.) - $115 for doggies, $60 for kitties, $45 for “senior kitizens.”
