Today we we were honored to have NIU Head Football Coach Ron Carey. Rod’s been at NIU for about a year.  He has an offensive background, as a center (at Indiana University), offensive line coach, and an offensive coordinator. The “kids” are the focus.  Getting them into the football program, the community, and into their academic careers.  Right now the “kids” are in the weight room, the coaches are recruiting.  All the kids go to summer school.  All are on track to graduate in four years.  (The recent class had 46 wins, and over half graduated in four years.)  Coming off 2013, they had a 21-game home winning streak.  No pressure for the new coach.  Nevertheless, most would consider 2013 a very successful season.  A first-game victory over Iowa, overcoming a long trip to defeat Idaho.  602 yards of offense helped them top Eastern Illinois.  Coach Carey doesn’t like Purdue, whom NIU beat 55-24.  Kent State fell next. Then Akron, Central Michigan (Lynch ran for an NCAA-record 316 yards), Eastern Michigan, and U Mass, Ball State and Toledo presented challenges, but NIU prevailed. The regular season ended undefeated with a victory over Western Michigan.  Then the MAC championship game against Bowling Green.  BG proved the better team that day.  The year ended disappointly with a 21-14 loss to Utah State in the Pointsettia Bowl.  Next year?  Open at home vs Presbyterian (NC). At Northwestern, UNLV, Arkansas in non-conference tilts.  Home games will be against Ball State, Toledo, Kent State, and Miam (OH).  Challenges – 16 seniors graduated, including Jordan Lynch, Ken Bishop, Jimmy Ward (keep an eye for him in the NFL draft), and Jared Volk.  31 new signings come from 11 states (9 from Illinois, 7 from Wisconsin, 5 from Florida, 2 each from Texas and Indiana, also Michigan, Missouri, Alabama, Connecticut, Kansas, and Nebraska).  Coach wants recruiting to include a strong personal relationship with the students and their families.
