Today we had four (4), that’s right FOUR, count’em – IV members of the Barbed Wire Betties with us.  The Betties are DeKalb’s own roller derby league.  Just when you thought it was safe to get out the skates, roller derby is back!  Joining us to hit us with some hard facts about the sport were Skeleton Keys, Pixie Crusher, Wine O Holic, and Van D Lyze.  Roller Derby started back in the 1930s as a skating endurance race, but quickly evolved into a full contact sport. By the 50s and 60s, it was all the rage on the TV.  But hard times fell on the sport, and it faded from view.  Until recently, that is.  In 2000 or so, deep in the heart of Texas, it rose from the dead (think zombie apocalypse), and ultimately made its way in 2012 to our fair city.  These days you can watch the Betties scrimmage Friday nights at the YMCA.  There’s a lot of sweat, and then typically a trip to Ollie’s to replenish all those lost calories.  Betties come in all ages (well, at least 18 years old) and sizes, and from all sorts of backgrounds – business, academics, sales, and stay-at-home moms.  When they’re not knocking each other silly on the old flat track (a 180’ oval), they’re donating time and sometimes even money to all sorts of local groups.  Hope Haven, Toys for Tots, Habitat for Humanity, Feed My Starving Children, Feed ‘em Soup, and the DeKalb Community Garden, to name but six. A little on the game itself – each “bout” is divided into two 30-minute halves.  Each half consists of a series of “jams.”  During a jam, each league puts five skaters onto the track – a jammer (who wears a star on her helmet – see picture above), a pivot (with a stripe), and three blockers (accessory challenged, apparently).  Points are scored when the jammer laps opposing skaters.  A single “jam” can last up to two minutes. If you go to a bout, you may want to sit in the suicide seats.
