Health update: Ralph’s recovery is going more slowly than hoped for. Kidney failure left him in Kentucky for a week, He made it back to Oak Crest, but his kidneys failed again, so he made it back to the hospital.

PROGRAM

Brian Faivre, of the DeKalb Water Dept came by – not to rain on our parade, not to be a wet blanket in contrast to our dry humor, but to fill our glass with knowledge of the local water works.  As you may figure from his name, Brian’s a local boy, with a degree in “waterology.”  He’s been in water for 24 years (he didn’t look at all pruney!).  DeKalb’s water demand is about 3.2 million gallons per day (MGD).  Peak daily demand is 4.6 MGD. 67% residential, 17% NIU, 10% business/commercial, 3% industrial.  DeKalb is atypical in our seasonal use – most towns use most water during summer, and least during winter, but having NIU students around (or not, in the summer) spreads the demand across the year – so no water usage restrictions for us!  Despite the increase in population over the last 40 years, we pump less water today than we did back then!  The decline can be traced to loss of industry and better conservation efforts.  A graph showing water pumped an water billed showed that in the 80s a lot of water was pumped, but not billed.  It’s been reduced to about 5% now, as water costs have increased.  Leak detection has improved, which is good, since over 60% of our pipes are over 70 years old.  There are 6 deep wells (1200’, about the height of the Sears tower), 3 shallow (300, 400’), 5 treatment plants, and four water towers (5.75 million gallons total).  And now for the radium story:  DeKalb tested at 7 picocuries, 2 over the standard.  After being granted a temporary waiver, the city was sued to meet the standard, which was eventually finalized at 5 pc.  As a result, DeKalb was the first town locally to be in compliance.  Our water is softened (ion exchange), iron filtered (shallow wells), chlorinated (no bugs), fluoridated (strong teeth),  and phosphated (prevents lead and copper corrosion).
