PROGRAM

Today we heard from Hope Haven’s Mike Newman. Mike grew up in Chicago, and got his B.A. in Sociology from NIU.  Besides his work at HH, Mike helps coach football (he played for Joe Novak) and basketball locally.  Mike liked DeKalb when he saw it – it looked like a good place to raise a family, and a good chance for him to break his cycle of poverty.  Mike’s been at Hope Haven since 2004.  He’s currently the emergency coordinator – he’s the one who brings people into the shelter.  Clients get 90 days of shelter, which include case management services, therapy, job placement training, and mental health help (if needed).  Mike showed us some keys and reflected on how keys reflect on one’s life. The better you do in life, the more keys you have.  If your life takes a down turn, you lose keys.  People he helps have no keys, but the goal at Hope Haven is to give them back keys.  Last year they served 269 residents. 171 adults, and 101 children went through the emergency program.  They are currently transitioning out their transitional program (18 months of residence), since they feel that tends to build in a dependency.  HH had 40 people go through the transitional program last year. (This is partially driven by HUD’s new guidelines and regulations.) Currently it takes their clients about 5 months to move out of the shelter. Now they will be concentrating more on finding “low-barrier” clients new housing of their own.  Low-barrier refers to people without major problems. Homelessness is a hard cycle.  Being homeless makes it that much harder to find a job that would enable one to climb out of the hole. There is a 1-yr DeKalb County residency requirement to be met before HH can help.  Mike shared the story of a young man named Jonathan who HH helped through troubled times, and now he’s graduated high school and is attending school in Wisconsin. Another of their client children was just sent to Harvard – not the local town, but the university in Cambridge, Mass!  The people at Hope Haven recognize, and take very seriously, their value as role models.  Contributions from groups like ours are key to helping Hope Haven do their work.
