Jeff McMaster, Assistant Fire Chief and Greg Hoyle, Deputy Chief of the DeKalb Fire Department presented today’s program on CodeRED.  Before that, though, Assistant Chief McMaster acknowledged successfully completing the Ultimate Sport Challenge of eating a meatball sub while wearing a white shirt and to not have any of the sauce end up on his shirt.  Way to go, Jeff!  CodeRED is an emergency notification service that allows emergency officials to notify residents and businesses by telephone, cell phone, text message, email, and social media regarding time-sensitive general and emergency notifications.  Any message regarding the safety, property or welfare of the community will be disseminated using the CodeRED system.  These may include missing person alerts, notifications of hazardous traffic or road conditions, boil water advisories, floods, fires, criminal activity,  or evacuation notices.  It works similar to the reverse 911 system, but is much quicker and can target areas geographically much better than the reverse 911 so alerts will only go to those in an affected area.  This is a free service to the resident and is important that we all sign up for this.  If your contact information is not in the database, you will not receive alerts if an emergency were in your area.  The database is maintained by the software company and is strictly confidential, so you don’t need to worry about that.  For DeKalb residents to sign up for this, simply go to www.cityofdekalb.com and click on the CodeRED logo in the lower right-hand corner of the main page.  Follow the simple instructions and you’re all set.
