Today we heard from our two aldermen in the club.  Bill Finucane and Bob Snow gave a brief overview of the past year.  If you would like more information, the minutes from the meetings, the complete budget document, etc. are available on the City of DeKalb website (www.cityofdekalb.com).  

January – Hiring of the new City Manager, Anne Marie Gaura.
February – Hiring of City Engineer, John Leskowski; initial budget items and determining Human Services Funding (which is extensive);School District Task Force. 

March – Approval of the Culver’s plan on West Lincoln Hwy.; continue with the budget process. 

April – Crime-Free Housing Ordinance (external inspections of rental properties) under the Police Department guidance with the intent of bringing properties into compliance and not just fine the property owners.  It’s a shame Tim Dunlop wasn’t here for this one!
May – Budget process continues 

June – Revamping the liquor ordinance – all new licenses will have to come before city council for approval.  Also included in the revamping are issues of video gambling and social clubs for underage individuals.  

July – S. Fourth St. water main on hold until State does next portion of the road; determine a tree service to remove ash trees effected by the Emerald Ash Borer; the House Café reopens (Roger Seymore performed a Neil Young tune there and received a standing ovation).  Besides being a music venue, they have a GREAT lunch.  If you haven’t been there recently, please go (and often!);  Business changes within the city – reorganization/consolidation; Annex is now empty.
August – Public Safety building inspections; street maintenance discussion; University Plaza going from a private residence hall to small, efficiency apartments as a planned unit development. 

September – Hired a new Finance Director, Cathy Haley – who hit the ground running; Assistant City Manager, Rudy Espiritu resigned to accept a position elsewhere; City Clerk, Liz Peerboom resigned.  

October – Airport organizational study to see if it is feasible to make it a regional airport instead of city-owned; discussion about the Enterprise Zone; University Village sale to new people and revamping of University Village.
These are just a few of the highlights.  We ran out of time for the rest of the year.
