The Holmes Student Center, Neptune residence hall, and central campus are all being rethought in order to make them more dynamic and enticing.  Beyond planning is the doing. Jen sees it as an opportunity to make it a positive environment.  Dick plugged LLI and raised some issues of perceived “unfriendliness” of campus for community members attending LLI lectures. The need has been identified and things are happening, but more logistical details need to be worked out.
