Today the Regional Secretary of State Coordinator, Jan Eschen, talked to us about organ donation.  Jen’s husband died while waiting for a marrow transplant, and as a result Jen now is a passionate advocate for donation.  Abby related the story of her niece’s husband who donated, and the recipient of the eyes sent a very thankful letter.  Kidneys, heart, lungs, liver, pancreas, and small intestine are “hard” organs.  “Soft” tissues include eyes and skin.  Long bones can be crushed and reconstituted to form new bones.  
Don’t want to donate for religious reasons?  Don’t tell it to the Pope.  He’s big in favor of donation.  Too old and decrepit?  Probably not – lots of tissue can still be of use.  “They” let organ donors die (to free up some organs, of course).  This was met, appropriately with widespread chuckles).  Organ recovery only happens in brain-death situations.  Family can’t afford it?  No charge to the donors!  The recipient pays.  You want an open casket funeral?  No problem.  You’ll still look just as good as you did when alive. 

134,000 people in the US are on waiting lists for organs (109,000 for kidneys).  Joe told of his family member who donated a kidney to her mother – they were released with one day (donor) and two days (recipient) of the transplant.  Great medicine, or lousy insurance?
