PROGRAM

Today our own Roger Seymore oriented us with respect to orienteering.  (We might like to do orienteering as a social sport.)  Orienteering was developed by the Norwegian Army as a training exercise.  But now, everyone can do.  Kids, blind people, everyone but Kiwanians, apparently.  The task is to find a series of “controls” (in a prescribed order) in the forest.  Timing now is electronic, using a gizmo called a finger stick.  The stick times you and keeps track of when you find each control.  Competitors are grouped by age, gender, experience level. You get a map at the start which show the locations of the controls.  There can be lots of courses overlapping, with all sorts of controls.  (Jerry W kept interrupting with premature questions. So did Norm, but he had good questions.) 
Orienteering is a competition, where you race around the competition area, finding your controls.  Following others may not be a good idea, since they could well be on a different course. We, as a group, could do this – either with the Chicago orienteering club at one of their events, or Roger could develop something for us locally.
