PROGRAM

Barry Schrader stopped by today.  While he was here, he talked about his new book, Hybrid Corn and Purebred People, Volume 2. Barry was a student agitator and underground publisher and almost got kicked out of high school, and then NIU for his subversive activities.  He’s still stirring the pot, and we’re the better for it. Barry’s a life-long journalist, having worked on the Northern Star and the local papers.  He edited the Chronicle for several years, opposite Jerry Smith’s paper (you can read all about that in Acres of Change). Barry was public information director at Lawrence Livermore and Sandia national labs.  He now writes a bi-weekly column (for too little money), DeKalb County Life, in the Chronicle.  One hundred of these form the new book.  Since the book came out too late for the Christmas rush, there are still many of them around for sale.  
1835 – Miller built a 2-story log cabin here for his family.  It had a stove rather than a fireplace.  After getting flooded by the Kish too many times, they moved it 15 miles away.  Eventually another house was built around it.  After a while, Terry Hannan from the forest preserve ultimately had the house disassembled and it will be reassembled in one of the preserves this spring.  The cabin is one of the oldest in the areas.    

1865 – President Lincoln was assassinated.  In May of 1832, Lincoln commanded a small contingent which buried the dead from the Battle of Stillman Valley.  In July the mustered out and camped out at Paw Paw Grove.  That’s about as close to DeKalb he got.  At the end of the Civil War, Old Charlie (the horse), one of the twelve surviving horses from the 1200 area horses, came home, farmed, and is now buried at the Wesson family farm.  He fought at Gettysburg among other places.

Annie Glidden.  b 1865.  In the early 1900s Annie took over the family farm, running it by herself.  The house is next to Barsema Alumni Center (behind the IHOP).  Founded 3 clubs in town.  One is the Whist club, which still exists.  It is now a bridge club with 12 women.  Also the DeKalb Garden Club and DeKalb Women’s Club.
