PROGRAM

Safe Passage’s Mary Ellen Schaid was our guest today. Mary Ellen has been at Safe Passage for a year, and has a lot of experience working with children and child welfare.  Even though Safe Passage is for domestic violence and abuse cases, many of the clients bring children with them.  Children are extremely affected by violence in the home. They have 20 beds for women, and house male victims in hotels or other such places.  Clients can stay for up to 2 years. SP helps with jobs and education, and overcoming substance abuse and mental health issues.  SP helps and supports clients throughout the court system.  They also help with medical visits that arise from the abuse.  Counseling is not just for the clients – it’s also for the abusers, and SP conducts many of those sessions. Contrary to popular belief, it’s not just men who abuse.  SP has two groups of female abusers for counseling. SP does “Erin’s Law” education – education kids about abuse (that it’s wrong, what is abuse, how to be safe on social media, etc.).  In the year Mary Ellen has been here, they’ve serviced about 1000 people. Mary Ellen really stressed getting their clients skills and jobs, to help them obtain independence.
