Rosa Balli was here today.  She is the 5th of 7 children, and her family is from down by the Rio Grande (north side), and moved here in the late 1960s.  They were migrant workers.  A summer up here turned into a permanent move.  They became involved with the Catholic Church, and a local PolySci professor.  After three years, they started a business, and tried running Maria’s Pizza (where Rosita’s is now), but that didn’t work out so well.  So they switched over to a Mexican menu.  Most of the original customers (back in 1972) were NIU people. It was almost entirely a family operation, and four of the seven children are still involved with the restaurant.  They’ve been expanding and expanding.  (How long until DeKalb’s name is changed to “Rositaville”?)  Rosa really enjoys getting to meet the different people and families who stop in.  Eduardo’s (lovingly referred to as “Ed’s”) started up ten years later, out by where the old Farm and Fleet was on east Lincoln Highway, but then they moved it to its current location at 2nd and Lincoln.  That one has been expanding as well.  Now, Rosita’s really draws from all of DeKalb County, while Ed’s is more NIU-based.
