PROGRAM

Abby has been promoting a new project for us – getting involved with Adventure Works.  Today Lynette Spencer, Director for that organization, was with us. Talk about coincidences!  Lynette (with Leslie Wicks of Hope Haven) founded Adventure Works (AW) five years ago, to address a counseling need for children.  Lynette is a counselor by vocation.  She noticed that many kids came to counseling at someone else’s suggestion, which makes getting results more problematic.  Also, this puts the therapist in an authority role.  Adventure Works treats therapy as a partnership between therapers and therapees.  They use adventures as engagement tools.  Parents give background information about issues the child is having, and AW uses activities to achieve desired goals.  The kids choose the type of adventure (biking, archery, etc) they’d like to participate in. It must be working, because they have an 88% participation rate.  Given the population AW is working with (families in poverty and in the “chaos of poverty”), that’s great.  Traditional therapies have only a 50% rate.  Clients are charged on a sliding scale, that makes it affordable for each family.  AW averages between 42 and 56 kids (aged 6 -18) a week.  Each child stays about 4-8 months, but some stay for several years.  The kids are coming from troubled homes.  Lynette shared a success story, which I didn’t catch. 
If you liked the program, or Lynette, you could check out Adventure Works’ Barn-B-Que.  Saturday, June 27, 2015.  6:30-10pm.  The “Barn” at Pearcy Farm, 6098 IL Rt. 64, Claire, IL.  Tickets are 40$.
