NIU Jazz Ensemble founder and former director Ron Modell came by to shamelessly plug his new book, Loved Bein’ Here with You. Ron came to DeKalb in 1969.  His neighbors had lots of children, which Ron thought unusual.  Until he experienced his first northern Illinois winter, that is.  Then it all made sense.  He came here to start the Jazz program at NIU.  Playing with symphony and opera ensembles were actually his first professional gigs. Career Two was the NIU one, and his third is in Sarasota, Florida at McCurdy’s Comedy Theater (yes, he’s now doing stand-up – insert jokes here, at least until Finucane jumps in).  Ron’s first words (at age 2½) will remain unknown (at least if you don’t read the book), since he got sidetracked before he could tell us what they were. Ron told of the time he wound up on a sound stage at MGM with Bob Hope and others.  He’s actually toured with Hope.  In 1996 Quincy Jones requested the NIU Jazz Ensemble play for a retrospective of his music. Dizzy Gillespie traveled on the NIU Jazz bus for 11 days.
